Being treated unequally/bullied due to your ethnicity.
Making inappropriate comments about someone’s race.
Making fun of someone’s skin colour. 
Calling people of colour nasty names.
Making fun of someone in a hurtful way just because of how they look.

Raise awareness:
Posters
Learning about racism in lessons/assemblies.
Visitors in to do speeches/ talks. Guest speakers to tell them about their heritage, beliefs etc to expose children to more.
Report any racist comments to an adult if you hear them in school.
If you see someone saying something you can tell them they are unique and don’t listen to nastiness.
It doesn’t matter what colour your skin is.  
We are all the same.

Stopping racism:
To stop racism – tougher consequences
A way to stop it is to have more punishments and to make people aware of it and how cruel it is.

Walk away and report any comments.  
If you see someone being mean or racist you must tell the teacher.

· Every child has a right to speak their mind.
· Everyone is entitled to their own opinion even if we don’t agree with it. 
· Young people should have a say in what they can do and where they can go. Travel without an adult.
