· Question 1 – Role Models

What makes a good role model for a young person?  

· A nice kind person that can help you.
· A good listener, they will look at you when you are talking to them.
· They have a good imagination which could encourage more role models.
· They are kind and caring and they will share with you, they can support people that are lonely.
· A teacher is a good role model and can teach others to be one.
· Someone that can be independent and can-do schoolwork independently.
· Someone that has great ideas.
· Someone that is polite and says thank you.

How can we have more of them in schools?


· Making changes to the curriculum to make it more interesting
· Having more school counsellors could encourage more role models.
· You could have a role model club in school.
· You could have new topics or lessons which would mean that people don’t get bored, and this could inspire more role models.
· Hold assemblies around being a role model.
· Having show and tell, being relatable to other young people.
· Speaking to parents to encourage more role models
· More learning clubs in school
· You could have a points or reward system to encourage more role models.

Question 2 – Achievement
What does achievement mean to you?

· When you work hard and do something really good
· Being the first person to get on gold
· Being star of the week

· A reward for working hard.
· Every class can have an achievement corner or area to celebrate achievements.
· Having a big goal, you can have little steps towards it.
· It can be anything – it does not have to be big or small, it is personal to you, and it matters what you think, not what others think.
· It can be something for lots of people or a personal goal, you might have tiny achievements which help you achieve a bigger one.
· Having a plan and a good mindset, you could collect badges or tokens. 
· You could achieve a gold award.
· When you get better at something it is an achievement
· When you learn something new, and you practice it is an achievement.
· When you practice and get to a new level or go past that level
· All achievements need to be appreciated, it can be for anything, it is what is most important to you.
