Intro 
· We went round each school to introduce themselves and saw some friendly and enthusiastic faces in attendance 
· Kierran explained how the meeting will work and the different ways that the young people can respond to the questions 

1. Heading to the first question we focused on ‘How can schools support young people’s understanding of food?’ 
· Cooking lessons
· Growing food
· Learning about allergies 
· Cookery 
· Once a week trying different varieties of food 
· Tasting sessions 
· Have a day where there is no set menu, have a choice day 
· Box of suggestions of what meals should be on offer 
· Food tasting experiments 
· More pasta 
· Different sauces to go with menus 
· Trying different foods
· Telling foods apart 
· Baking 
· The history of baking 
· Multi-cultural food day – each different class gets a country, and they bring in that food from that country. 

2. Next up was our discussion about our Essex Christmas song and what should be included in the song? Kierran specified that MSC is all about celebrating differences, and asks how we can include this is a Christmas song…
· Trains chugging along on XMAS eve because some people might like trains 
· Jingle bells – but recognising that not all children like the sound of them, they could wear ear defenders or using different spaces and celebrating that.
· We are all special in our own way it is good to be different. It would be good if each school had their own verse and then we all come tighter and sing the chorus 
· Superpowers 
· Autism 
· Lights on the trees are all different 
· A disability is a gift you can’t wrap up
· The presents under the xmas tree
· One of the best times of the year  
· Christmas brings people together 
· Cultures all around the world celebrating with joy 
· Could have a theme like ADHD or Autism and we all write a little line about that theme. 
· Being proud 
· Differences make us special 
· We are all underrated 
· A child could talk about their different interests in the song 

3. Following our break, we came back to talk about sports days and how they can be improved.  
· Instead of competitions, you could choose fun actives e.g. swimming, golf 
· Multiple activities and opportunities for all to be involved but it not be competition, and therefore no pressure to win. 
· Rotating timetable of activities, so there’s no waiting around
· It would be better if we can choose our own teams 
· Carousel to go back to different races 
· Water game – have a cup of water on your head and pass it to the next person 
· Go back to old fashioned competitive races
· making sure that everyone can do everything and be accessibly for everyone like people in a wheelchair and an obstacle course and made another course for the wheelchair users 
· More fun races
· More athletic activities 
· More traditional races e.g. egg and spoon, sack race 
· Music to be included 

4. And finally, before asking the question, Kierran applauded and congratulated the group on how supportive they have been of each other. He then went on to ask what YP think inclusive means. Millfields said “means that you’re including everybody and not excluding people” Hawthornes added “Different activities depending on what people are good at, personalised for everyone, individual with approach and strategies” 

Back to the question we asked, ‘What makes an inclusive school?’
· Having more than one adult in a classroom so you have a trusted adult 
· Different stuff for everyone For their traits
· Let everyone play and join in 
· Always help each other and make opal equipment accessible for everyone 
· Lots of safe spaces 
· Plenty of stuff to do – fidget
· We should have more school trips 
· No outsider assemblies 
· Including people in games 
· Noticing when others seem sad 
· Not laughing but valuing differences 
· Learning about differences 
· Being curious about others 
· More climbing stuff like monkey bars and climbing frames, etc
